  The Animal Emergency Management Program is ready to begin its series of two webinars which are a required component of its Colorado Veterinary Medical Reserve Corps training.  The Colorado Veterinary Medical Reserve Corps (CO VMRC) is comprised of organized veterinary medical and animal health professionals who serve as volunteers to respond to natural disasters and emergencies.   The Co VMRC training is open to all interested veterinary professionals, including veterinarians, certified veterinary technicians, and other veterinary professionals who wish to become a member of the CO VMRC.  
  The first webinar will include two modules.  Module 1 is Introduction to Animal Emergency Management for Veterinary Professionals and Module 2 is Bio-Defense and Zoonoses and will be held on February 2nd from 6-8:30 PM.  The webinar will be presented by Dr. Tony Knight from CSU School of Veterinary Medicine and Biomedical Sciences and me.   CE credits for completion of the full course have been approved by CACVT and are pending approval by the Colorado Board of Veterinary Medicine. 

  In order to take the webinar, the Co VMRC requires that participants first complete the on-line FEMA classes, IS 100a and 700a, before taking the webinar.  These courses may be accessed at http://training.fema.gov/IS/crslist.asp.  Forward copies your certificates of completion to me either by fax or email.   If you have not yet completed your CO VMRC application and volunteer liability agreement you may access the documents at http://www.cvmf.org/displaycommon.cfm?an=1&subarticlenbr=61.
  The steering committee of the CO VMRC determined that in order for participants to become a member of the CO VMRC that a post-test must be passed.  Each participant will be emailed the post-test and a copy of the webinar.  The post-test must be submitted within 2 weeks of the webinar in order to receive credit.
